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INTENDED USE

This equipment is intended for assisted hygiene care, especially for showering and transporting residents
in a variety of care environments, such as senior/assisted living, special care facilities, medical facilities,
hospitals, nursing homes, rehabilitation units and other healthcare settings. The equipment is intended
specifically for indoor use.

This product should be used according to the intended purpose and these safety instructions. Everyone
using this equipment should read and understand these instructions, which are included in this Instruction
for Use (IFU). In case of doubts feel free to contact Staebel or your local Staebel representative at

any time.

The Staebel Shower Trolley is intended to be used by appropriately trained caregivers familiar with the
environment of care, as well as its common practices and procedures, and must follow the guidelines

in the Instruction for Use (IFU). The transfer of residents to and from the Staebel Shower trolley can be
performed by using a ceiling lift, the mobile passive lift or by means of a manual transfer. The Staebel
Shower Trolley should only be used for intended purpose specified in these Instruction for Use. Use for
any other purpose is prohibited.

Product lifetime

The expected product lifetime is ten (10) years depending on the storage conditions and the frequency
of use.

The warranty period of the product is three (3) years.

Some product parts, such as casters, handset and the mattress, which are subjected to wear, may need
to be replaced during the equipment lifetime according to information in the Instruction for Use (IFU).
Parts must be assembled according to the guidelines in the Instruction for Use (IFU).

Transport damage

Upon delivery check the product and the packaging for damages.
Observe the delivery date: visible damages should be reported within 2 days after delivery and hidden
damages within 7 days after delivery.

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

To prevent explosion or fire never use this product in an oxygen rich environment, near heat sources
or flammable anesthetic gases.

To avoid tipping and falling do not use the equipment on floor with recessed drains, holes or slopes
exceeding a ratio of 1:50 (1.15°).

To prevent entrapment, make sure to keep the patient’s hair, arms and feet close to the body during
any movement.

To prevent electric shock never use this device in close proximity to other electrical equipment.

To prevent the device from tipping, do not raise or lower other equipment, close to it and pay
attention to the stationary object when lowering or lifting.

To prevent patient falls during transfer always pull the side rail up and lock it in the vertical position.
To prevent injuries the patient must never be left unattended.

To prevent patient falls or caregiver injuries make sure that there are two caregivers present during
the transfer and showering of a patient if this is necessary according to the patient state.

Use of this equipment adjacent to or stacked with other equipment should be avoided because it
could result in improper operation.

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First use

Unpack the Staebel shower trolley. Shower mattress is transported upside down, remove the foil that holds
the mattress and turn it around. Align the drainage outlet with the drainage hole on the shower trolley top
and secure it with the drainage outlet and drainage nut to the shower trolley top. Take the drainage hose and
screw it on the drainage outlet. Raise the side rails. Staebel shower trolley is ready for use.

To adjust anti-Trendelenburg position, press and hold the RIGHT DOWN arrow button in the lower
row of the handset and set the desired position.

Raising and lowering the side rails Brakes and straight steering

For lowering the side rails use one hand to squeeze Push the lever in the lower position to brake the
pins to the middle of the shower trolley top to release  casters. Lift the lever into middle position to unlock
the side rail. the casters. Lift the lever into the upper position

to lock front left caster into transport direction for
straight steering and easy manoeuvring.

Pull the side rail up until it locks into the
vertical position.

MAINTENANCE

The product is recommended to be cleaned and/or disinfected regularly between each use, if
necessary, or daily, as a minimum. Clean the product with a damp cloth using warm water and
a disinfectant cleaner. The shower trolley has a removable PVC coated mattress which must be
washed and cleaned after each use. Make sure to have the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS)
available for the disinfectant being used. NOTE: Be careful with using alcohol-based detergents
higher than 40%, otherwise the upper flat may be damaged.

Do not use detergents containing solvents, such as trichlorethylene. This can damage the PVC upper
flat pad. Do not use disinfectants based on iodine they can leave marks. Finally, the material should
be rinsed with warm water and wiped with dry cloth.
